‘Culture Vision 2030’

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Korean government has been reflecting on the possible roles culture can play in a society that is fractured and conflicted. We focused our response into ‘Culture Vision 2030’, which includes a range of `people-centred` culture programmes. It is composed of 3 main values: autonomy, diversity, and creativity.
In order to achieve personal autonomy in culture and arts, we will guarantee the status and rights of cultural workers and expand the cultural rights of every individual. 
To this end, we are planning to strengthen the autonomy of institutions that support artists, and plan to establish social security systems such as employment insurance for artists and athletes. We would also like to resolve ‘cultural divide’ by implementing programmes that ensure cultural rights, such as ‘New Step Culture Card’- a government subsidy given to families with a child entering primary school. 
In order to realize and foster diverse communities, we will support arts that are based on different identities such as class, gender, race, region, etc. 
We are going to protect cultural workers with the ‘Fair Wage Standards Guideline’ in order to create a fair and diverse cultural setting in Korea. Furthermore, we will encourage local citizens to engage in local cultural policies so that colourful local cultures can flourish. 
Lastly, in order to expand creativity in our society, we would like to merge the various cultural assets of Korea, for example, traditional arts, creative works, and cultural heritage.
We are planning to carry out R&D projects to merge arts and sciences and we will be developing content that will incorporate creative industries with new technologies like VR and AR. Also, by expanding inter-Korean exchange and reinforcing exchange with countries all around the world through Korean cultural centres and ODA projects, we will lay the groundwork for peace and cooperation for future generations as well as build the foundation for which creative ideas may be actively exchanged.
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
